SIXFTH SUND

AY OF EASTER YEAR C

One figure that features in all the readings of this sixth Sunday of Easter is the Holy Spirit. Jesus is gradually approaching the end of his earthly
ministry, so he promised to send us the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is the radiant glory that enlightens us. If we remain docile to Him, he will guide us in
all our decisions and ways through this warld. As Christ was about to ascend to his father in today's gospel, he promised to send the Advocate tao his
disciple. The Holy Spirit is the power of Jesus and, yet, a person in the Trinity. However, this does not mean that Christ's era has come to an end
because he is Lord at all times. Instead, it implies that he is not leaving us orphans. Jesus is preparing his disciples in advance for his absence so that
they will continue to believe in him and not feel all alone after his return to the Father. After the initial excitement of his Easter appearances, Jesus will
remain with his followers in a very different way throughout the centuries.

The first reading, tells us how the Holy Spirit, indwelling in the Church, helped the apostles to solve a major doctrinal problem about the Gentiles
becoming Christians, which shook the very foundation of the early Church. The second reading begins thus: “In the Spirit, the angel took me to the top of
an enormous mountain.” 0f course, there is no way John could have seen these things without the help of the Holy Spirit. The Gospel passage reminds us
that the Holy Spirit, abiding within us, is our Teacher, our Advocate, and the Source of our peace and joy. The passage offers a vision of hope as well.
Jesus promises his followers that the Holy Spirit will come and instruct them in everything they need to know. Only through his inspiration can we see
visions and have good dreams. Only through the guidance of the Holy Spirit can we face the struggles of this life and succeed in our missionary
endeavours. As our celebration of the Easter season is coming to an end, the liturgy reminds us that Jesus remains with us through the Holy Spirit, who

teaches us everything we need to know. reminds us of all that Jesus taught, and brings us peace.

Priest Training Fund Second Collection 8t May: The priesthood has always been essential to the life of the Church, from the time
of Jesus until today. Good Shepherd Sunday is the day we pray for vocations, for our priests, and take up the Priest Training Fund
second collection. This fund pays for the formation of men to become priests in our Archdiocese.

After their ordination, our priests dedicate their lives to serving Christ and His people in our parishes, hospitals, schools, chaplaincies,
prisons and in service to the needy, throughout South London, Kent and Surrey. We are blessed to have 6 men in formation to the
Priesthood for our Archdiocese. However, it costs £30,000 a year to sponsor each seminarian. They study for 6 years before being
ordained a Catholic priest.
